Chicken Scaloppine
Ingredients:
1 tbs olive oil
1 clove garlic, minced
4 chicken or turkey cutlets (4oz ea)
1 (12oz) jar chicken or turkey gravey
2 cups hot cooked white rice
1/2 cup sliced almonds, toasted

Directions:
1.  Heat oil in a large skillet over medium-high heat; add garlic. Saute for 1 minute.
2.  Add chicken to skillet. Cook for 2 minutes on each side; reduce heat.
3.  Add gravy to skillet. Occasionally turn chicken to coat. Cook covered for 5 minutes.
4.  Spoon rice onto a serving platter. Place chicken on rice. Spoon gravy over chicken. Sprinkle with almonds.
